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If buying new school shoes for the summer please bear in mind that it is safer for children to wear fully enclosed shoes with socks rather than open toed sandals with sling backs.





We are unable to permit children to use the adventure play equipment if they are wearing open toed sandals. 





The outdoor adventure play equipment is only to be used by children attending Dunton V.C. Lower School when supervised by a member of staff during school hours.  The only exception is during an official school or P.F.A. function when a separate insurance comes into place.  








Sun Cream


Children are allowed to bring sun cream into school during the hot weather; however, school staff are not allowed to physically apply sun cream onto a child.  We will of course supervise your child when they apply the cream.  Please see attached ‘Sun Safety’ letter.
